Safer Internet Day… Tuesday 6th February  
Today we have been celebrating National Safer Internet Day.  This year’s slogan is, “Create, 
Connect and Share Respect: A better internet starts with you”. The children have been thinking 
with their teachers of ways they can stay safe when using the internet and what they can do if 
they face a problem online or when using APPs. The children have learnt that is important to tell 
a grown up if they are using the internet and that they will need to ask for help when they are 
unsure of what to do or how to find a game or website that is appropriate to their age.  
 
In order to support your children with this and to gain a greater understanding of internet safety 
at home, we have a range of links and videos on our website. These can be found under the 
‘Parent Information’ tab: ‘Internet safety’.  With this year’s focus being around creating a safer 
space online, perhaps the link ‘Can I be your friend?’ may be quite informative for parents. There 
is also a guide on the website to help your child stay safe on line: ‘Safer Internet Top Tips’.
